Chapada Diamantina is a region of 
mountains, protected by the Chapada 
Diamantina National Park, located in the 
center of Bahia, where almost all the 
rivers in the Paraguaçu, Jacuípe and Rio 
de Contas basins originate.  
 
These water currents emerge from the 
peaks and slide across the relief, falling 
into bubbling waterfalls and forming 
transparent natural pools. 
 
In just 5 days you will get to know a lot 
about this destination, starting with the 
Rio Santo Antônio, crossing the 
Marimbus, also known as the Pantanal 
da Chapada. Have fun in the 
hydromassage cauldrons of Rio 
Roncador, in the giant Cachoeira da 
Fumaça, and in the waterfalls of Rio 
Riachinho, Primavera and Poço do Diabo.  
Also discover the Torrinha Cave, Morro 
do        Pai Inácio, the Hall of Colored 
Sands, Poço Halley, the Mirante and

Arrival at the airport, reception and transfer 
to the hotel in Lençóis for accommodation 
and overnight. 
 
Accommodation: Canto das Águas 
 
 

Departure from Lençóis, in a 4x4 vehicle to 
Remanso (45 min), a village originating in 
slave times. Then, descend on the Santo 
Antônio River in a rowing boat, crossing the 
Marimbus, also known as the Chapada 
Pantanal, home to many species of fish 
and countless water birds. The boat, with 
capacity for up to six people, sails 
smoothly on a trip lasting around 2 hours. 
Right after lunch, a short walk to the 
hydromassage cauldrons of the Roncador 
River, whose source is located 1,400 m 
above sea level. Return to Lençóis in a 4x4 
vehicle (1h30). 
 
Meals included: Breakfast and lunch box. 
Accommodation: Canto das Águas 

Breakfast and departure by car to Vale do 
Capão (1h30). 2-hour walk to the upper 
part of Cachoeira da Fumaça, known 
worldwide for its 340 m high drop. On the 
return to Lençóis, visit the Riachinho River 
Waterfall, stopping for a swim. 
 
Meals included: Breakfast and lunch box. 
Accommodation: Canto das Águas 
 

After breakfast, departure by vehicle (1h) to 
visit the Lapa Doce Cave. 2-hour walk 
inside the cave full of stalactites, 
stalagmites and other speleothems. Then 
visit Morro do Pai Inácio, from where you 
have one of the most beautiful views of 
Chapada Diamantina. Lunch at the Pai 
Inácio restaurant and then transfer to the 
Mucugezinho River to visit the Poço do 
Diabo Waterfall. Return in the late 
afternoon to Lençóis. 
 
Meals included: Breakfast and lunch. 
Accommodation: Canto das Águas 
 
 

After breakfast and check-out. transfer to 
Lençóis airport.

BEST SEASON 
From May to October, a period of 
little rain, but with little water in the 
waterfalls. In June, the São João 
festival takes place, which is widely 
celebrated in the region. In August, 
the Lençóis Winter Festival usually 
takes place. If the summer rains are 
not a problem, travel between 
November and April, the best time to 
enjoy the waterfalls.
